
Plano East’s Alison Sablick has
argued her share of calls. High-
land Park’s Libby Smith certainly
doesn’t agree with every referee
decision. They can relate to the
judges though.

Volleyball is the only high
school sport in which the partici-
pants double as judges. Two refer-
ees makes calls from each end of
the net, but they receive help from
the teams. Players from each
school, usually a member of the ju-
nior varsity squad, stand at oppo-
site corners of the court.

“It’s always hard because every-
one gets mad at the refs,” Sablick
said. “You just have to do the best
you can.”

That means paying attention.
Smith admits, that’s tough to do
during the dull matches. It also
means drowning out the cheers
and jeers of a crowd gone wild over
a call. After all, a good call to one
team is usually a bad call to anoth-
er.

That’s what makes the job so
tough. Juggling loyalty to team-
mates with the requirements of an
honest call isn’t easy.

“You have to learn to brush ev-
erything off,” Smith said. “But you
worry more about seeing the ball
right and making your teammates
mad at you.”

Mesquite Poteet coach Lisa Li-
sewsky said she has pulled players
from matches for yelling at line
judges. Lisewsky is among several
coaches who don’t believe players
should be put in such situations.

Because there aren’t enough
referees to cover most of the
matches with the current system,
she often turns to junior high
school coaches. Arlington coach
Sue Cauley prefers to put an adult
on the line, especially during big
matches.

“Kids are a bad choice because
it puts too much pressure on
them,” Cauley said.

Johnny Mendoza still re-
members when he stepped off
that bus in South Carolina on
June 12. He was nervous, and a
little scared, as curse words and a
lot of yelling from his new drill
sergeant at Fort Jackson wel-
comed him to military service.

For the next 10 weeks, Men-
doza went through basic training
far away from Oak Cliff and his
Sunset football team. He still
talks about long lines, marching
and chow hall, but now he’s back
playing linebacker in the civilian
world.

“Basic training was harder
than any football practice,” Men-
doza said. “I think I’m in better
shape this year, and I feel a little
meaner on the field now.”

Mendoza is one of five ath-
letes at Sunset who enlisted in
the National Guard. The others
are cross country runners Danny
Alvarado, Jose Apolinar, Mi-
chael Martinez and Amelia Pap-
pas.

Mendoza joined the Army
JROTC at Sunset during his
sophomore year and competes
on the swim team. He utilized
his status as a soldier-athlete to
win the school’s vote as this
year’s student body president.

“I told my team that I wanted
one of them to be the student
body president before they left
this school,” Sunset football
coach Radford Taylor said.
“Johnny campaigned and had
the whole school behind him.”

The student body vice presi-
dent is Alvarado. He’s always
wanted to be in the Marines.

Alvarado, also captain of the
wrestling team, said 16-hour
days in basic training helped the
athletes become more disci-
plined in their study habits and
on the practice field.

The cross country runners
don’t complain about waking up
at 6 a.m. to complete a seven-
mile run. Sunset cross country
coach Ralph McCollum doesn’t
run next to them and yell like
their drill sergeant did last sum-
mer.

“I don’t need to do that with
them because of their dedica-
tion,” McCollum said. 

Mendoza said he treats every
practice like any Army workout.

“It’s just like PT [physical
training] to me,” said Mendoza,
who wakes up to do push-ups
and sit-ups. “Practice isn’t as
hard as waking up at 4 a.m. to go
run through woods and over
hills.”

Mark Deconcini, a National
Guard recruiter, yearly recruits
about 10 student-athletes going

into their senior year and said it’s
common for a handful of athletes
from one school to enlist. He said
football coaches love it when
their players go to boot camp and
come back for the fall season.

“The players always come
back in better shape than those
who went through two-a-day
practices,” Deconcini said.

Martinez, Apolinar and Alva-
rado still call cadence when they
practice. They said it keeps their
mind off the cross country runs
through the neighborhoods.

National Guard members
drill with their units one week-
end every month and two weeks
during the summer. Two weeks
ago, Mendoza played a Friday
night game against Garland
Naaman Forest, then met his
unit in Grand Prairie on Satur-
day and Sunday. The cross coun-
try runners said they will join
their units after their Saturday
morning meets. Pappas missed
the last meet at Arlington Lamar
because of drilling with her unit,
but she won’t miss this week’s
meet at Seagoville.

Students can enlist in this
program if they are 18, but need
parental permission to join the
Guard if they are 17. Pappas said
her father had to sign her release
after her mother refused to sign.

Pappas said she is the only
one of the Sunset soldiers who
ever removes her dog tags:
“Sometimes they don’t go with
my dresses.”
